Extreme religious views and attitudes in the Republic of Macedonia jeopardizing the

security situation in the country

(1998-2008)

Abstract: The Constitution of the Republic of Macedonia guarantees the protection of
religious freedom applying the concept of human rights and liberties based upon international
law. The extreme religious views and attitudes in the Republic of Macedonia are complex
phenomena causing religious intolerance and extremism, i.e. risks and threats, thus
jeopardizing the security situation. Besides criminal law, social enforcement has major
influence upon this phenomenon. Criminal acts (such as inciting national, racial and religious
hatred, discord and intolerance) are determined and provoked by extreme religious views and
attitudes, and imply religious interaction. These acts have not put into risk the security
situation, and the country’s mechanisms of incriminating of such acts have prevented security
hazards. This phenomenon presents asymmetric threat and so it necessitates complex
criminal, criminological, social and other activities in order to make use of all resources and

subjects to overcome all possible threats and consequences.

Nowadays, the basic principles for eradication of this phenomenon include the establishment
of democracy, law enforcement, international cooperation, and efficient security service able

to protect law and democracy.
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
