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Abstract:

In the race with time and with dynamic environment, Kosovo as a country must
face all of the challenges and problems that come not only from the environment, but
also from the great need for development of the transport infrastructure, especially the
road network. Connectivity of Kosovo with neighboring countries, and therefore also
with important European road corridors such as Corridors 8 and 10, is a great challenge,
requiring huge financial resources, time, and above all a good strategy and vision.

The road network, that is, the road infrastructure in each country is undoubtedly
the best indicator of the level of mobility of citizens and material goods, and also the
development of a road network is determining the level of economic development of the
country. Therefore, investments in large infrastructure projects, such as investments in
the highway towards Skopje, Tirana and Nis, are very important for Kosovo.

Very important for Kosovo, but also for the countries of the Western Balkans are
the development of joint infrastructure projects, with the purpose of connecting the
same, cooperation between, economic exchange, but also to prove that they are ready to
overcome the tensions and problems of the recent past, but also a possibility of
financing these projects by the European Union.

Kosovo is striving for EU membership and is committed towards developing the
national road network in relation to the transportation plans of EU, such as the Trans-
European Transport Network Development Plan till 2020. Only with a well-prepared
strategy and a clear vision, Kosovo can slowly but surely get closer to the EU, but also
to achieve that intermediate level of development that the EU countries have. To
achieve this, Kosovo must work on the alignment of National laws in line with those of
EU, to increase cooperation with neighboring countries, but above all to overcome the
problems that the countries of the region have had. The development of the road
infrastructure in Kosovo will above all enable the development of the economy, the
transport of goods and services, primarily connecting the citizens of Kosovo with
neighboring countries, but also with the EU countries.
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
