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The Impact of Learning Innovation and Entrepreneurship in Primary
Education on the Development of Students' Entrepreneurial

Competences

One of the key factors in the development of the entrepreneurial
ecosystem is the existence of quality human capital. The education
system (formal and non-formal education) is the foundation for
creating entrepreneurially oriented human resources. Education is the
basis for the development of one society, and quality entrepreneurship
education is a driving force that profiles the human capital, develops
innovative thinking and stimulates the entrepreneurial spirit of the
young population.

The purpose of the research conducted within the doctoral dissertation
was to assess the degree of entrepreneurial competencies development
by students who complete primary education, i.e. at the end of 9'h grade.
Furthermore, the competencies of the teachers who teach the subject
Innovation in 9" grade were also analyzed, as well as the challenges
they face during the teaching.

The emphasis is placed on the impact of introducing subjects / content
from innovation and entrepreneurship in primary education on the
development of students' entrepreneurial competencies.

The empirical research was conducted on a sample of 1802 students in
IX-th grade and 55 teachers who taught the subject Innovation in 60
primary schools. The research resulted in numerous recommendations
for improving the situation with entrepreneurial education in our

country.
