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PREVALENCE OF DIFFERENT DIAGNOSIS AMONG HOSPITALIZED
PATIENTS IN HOSPICE SUE RYDER IN BITOLA
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Introduction: Palliative care or hospice medical concerns or foster care in order to reduce the symptoms
and suffering without attempting to cure the underlying disease. In Macedonia there are two hospices one

of them hospitalized persons from the south-west, and the other cares patients from the rest of the
country.

Objective: To determine the prevalence of different diagnosis in hospitalized patients in hospice Sue
Ryder Bitola, Republic of Macedonia.

Material and methods: Research is cross-sectional study which used data from the diaries of “Sue Ryder”
hospice in Bitola..

Results: The total number of hospitalized persons is 74 . 82% of the total number of hospitalized is female
and 18% male. According ethnicity largest percentages and 95% are Macedonians, and the remaining
5% belong to people who are of a different ethnicity. The prevalence of the different diagnosis is: chronic
diseases 85%, 10% patients were with hemiplegia due to cerebrovascular stroke and 5% of patients were

with cancer. Of the total number, 78% come from the city and the remaining 22% live in rural

environmental.

Conclusion: Republic of Macedonia is insufficient with institutions for palliative care like hopes “Sue
Ryder.” Most prevalent diagnosis was chronic diseases, cerebrovascular and neoplastic. This institution

covers appropriate palliative care regardless of the different diseases.
