PATTERNSOFALCOHOLUSEAND 
PEER VIOLENCE AMONG TEENAGERS 

IN REPUBLIC OF MACEDONIA: 
ASSOCIATIONS WITH SEX AND 
SOCIOECONOMIC STATUS

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The search for one risk factor of influence for 
alcohol use at adolescents has always failed. An 
alternate approach is advocated and tested: exposure 
to and impact of various types of risk factors to 
understanding alcohol use. 
In the period from March to May 2010, in six 
second,ary schools in Skopje, Gostivar, Struga, 
Bitola and Shtip a "Cross section" type of study 
was performed. Participants were 664 students 
(258 males and 406 females) from the final year of 
secondary school (age 18-19 years). Data collection 
was conducted with Adverse Childhood Experience 
questionnaire. Differential exposure to and impact 
of risk factors on alcohol drinking and exposure to 
peer violence behaviors were tested for differences 
by sex and socioeconomic status. 
The results show that almost 75% of both male and 
female adolescents used alcohol at some time at 
their life. More than I /3 of male and little less than 
¼ of female adolescents used alcohol for the first 
time while they were in elementary school ( age 7-14 
years). Almost all of them (around 95%) drunk last 
30 days and, during this time they had more than six 
drinks in one occasion. Male adolescents use alcohol 
more frequently than female members of examined 
group. 
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The results show that verbal violence (threatening, 
swearing and intimidation) is more often reported 
than actual harmful behavior (hitting or throwing 



something at adolescents). 
In general, female participants reported peer violence 
more often than their male peers, with or without 
combined use of alcohol 
With statistical analysis significant associations were 
established between consumption of alcohol, peer 
violence, sex, and socioeconomic status.

Addiction presents a significant public health issue 
in Kosovo. Many preventive and treatment programs 
have been initiated to prevent this phenomenon 
from happening, having the last one with the MMT 
program in April 2012. Since then have been included 
about 300 individuals who are a constituting part of 
the program. 
Purpos~: Our study aims to interpret the MMT results 
by ASI ., 
Result: In the study there were involved 61 
individuals who are on MMT. 
86.9% male, average age: 32.49. 
Involvement: 90.2% methadone, 8.2% buprenorphine 
and 1.6% naltrexone. 57.4% of them are on treatment 
for years. 24.6% were not stopped by the police, 41 % 
have never been imprisoned. 29.5% treated for over­
dosage and detox. 23% report good relationships 
55.7% report improvement of the relationships while 
on treatment. 
86.9% went through severe emotional periods. 
45.9% find important the treatment beyond addiction. 
We have noticed a significant negative correlation · 
between treatment period and gravity index in the last 
30 days and a significant positive correlation with the 
perception of importance of treatment. In both cases 
the correlation strength was medium. 
Conclusion: MMT shows to be efficient in Kosovo 
with a recommendation to include a highest possible 
number of addicts, increase the human capacities 
with fund increase from the competent authorities.
