DEVELOPMENT OF ART COMPETENCIES IN CHILDREN OF EARLY
SCHOOL-AGE, REPRESENTING THREE-DIMENSIONAL CONCEPT OF

HUMAN FIGURE MODELLING

Abstract

The represented research is based on examining the development of art
competencies in children of early school-age, while modeling a human figure.

The research was conducted during the education process of the
subjects Art upbringing and Art education, children were allowed to represent
their art competencies by modeling human figure in clay or playdough. The
research has resulted in wide variety of three-dimensional human figures,
made by children of different age. The figures were subjected to identification
of children’s art competencies, which was the main aim of this research-
defining the differences of art competencies in modeling human figure in
children of different age (5, 8 and 10 years).

The research consisted of: analysis of the artwork done by children, by
complexity, symmetry, balance, size, movement, familiarity, sex differences
and differences in material in the artworks; analysis of the current curriculum
of the subjects Art upbringing and Art education and analysis of the
stand/opinions of education staff professionals related to the conditions and
the realization of the educational/upbringing process.

This research was conducted using the following techniques/methods:
descriptive-explicative methods, analysis of the pedagogical documentation,
participative observation, collecting and analyzing children’s artwork.

The results of the research have shown that there are differences in
art competencies in children aged 5, 8 and 10 years, and undoubtedly,
development of art competencies exists and progresses with age. The
analysis of the current curriculum, and the stand/opinions of education staff
professionals, confim the Ilow proportion of modeling in the
education/upbringing process, and the need of modernization of the
curriculum and providing adequate conditions for succesfull realization of this
art area.
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
