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ABSTRACT

The European Union uses large-scale fiscal transfers to national and
regional levels to foster economic and social cohesion. The Structural and
Cohesion Funds make up the majority of EU spending. The literature in the field
shows the importance accorded to issues of structural funds absorption.
Absorption capacity is very important for the ability of a country to receive aid
from European funds and use it effectively. Developing countries often lack this
capacity. It is case for Republic of Macedonia too.

The research is focusing on factors of weak absorption of European Funds
in Republic of Macedonia under the current economic crisis circumstances, with
aim to propose activities for improving capacity to absorb the EU Structural
Funds in future.

Investment in education is generally recognised as one of the most
important drivers of growth. Strengthening of research, education and training
capacities is very important for improving of the absorption capacity in one
country.

The capacity to use EU funds depends of the degree of awareness of the
opportunities and knowledge required for use of EU funds. This is connected
with the institutional capacity, education and management capacity in EU

members and potential candidates.
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
