- ABSTRACT

Non-governmental organizations (NGOs) are seen as the driving force and key
segment of every civil society, especially in developing countries in transition, in the
beginnings of democracy, such as the Republic of Northern Macedonia. Through research
and analysis of the roles of NGOs in educational policy reform, this doctoral thesis should
provide an understanding and evaluation of the role of NGOs in educational reform and
policy in the Republic of North Macedonia, in order to build and strengthen capacities. of
educational institutions and the educational system in general.

The problem that is being practiced and explored in this doctoral dissertation is the
lack of interest in including the civil sector in the work of educational institutions, with a
particular emphasis on schools. Initial observations of the situation in this segment indicate
that only large NGOs are involved in cooperation with educational institutions; educational
institutions do not usually state their needs and requirements, but only accept projects
offered by civic associations and foundations; There is very little utilization of NGO
capacities for expert assistance, and the interest of educational institutions on a macro, meso
and especially micro level (schools) for cooperation with CSOs and foundations is greater
only in the case of material and technical resources.

Starting from the diagnosis of the current situation, and based on the results of the
theoretical and empirical research conducted in this doctoral dissertation, it was attempted to
get a realistic picture of the situation regarding the subject of research, as well as to design a
possible model to be used defines the need and opportunities for organized connection of the
civil sector and the educational institutions as a whole in terms of the strategic development
of education in the Republic of North Macedonia.

The research has shown that there is a need to establish a functional model of
connecting and collaborating the civil sector and educational institutions on a macro, meso
and micro level, which will be able to define and implement the needs and opportunitics of
the educational institutions as a whole from the aspect the creation of educational policies
for the strategic development of education and the strengthening of the capacities of
educational institutions.
