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ABSTRACT

The way of teaching has undergone many changes throughout history. All changes related to the
learning process are the result of studies by philosophers, pedagogues, psychologists, etc. In antiquity
this problem was dealt with by brilliant philosophers such as Plato, Aristotle, and Socrates. These
philosophers have given thoughts, ideas and suggestions which were, are and will be guides for other
researchers on this issue. So, the ancient period is and will remain an excellent example of the
development of critical, analytical, and creative thinking, which in short is an excellent example of logical
or comprehensible learning. In addition to the philosophers, in the medieval period, teaching was dealt
also by religious preachers who were also considered teachers. During this period, importance was
attached to the mechanical learning of various religious songs which were sung and recited during
various festivals and rites of religious nature. This type of teaching is characterized as tedious, arduous,
incomprehensible and unproductive teaching that was present until the recent studies conducted by
psychologists and pedagogues who with their work / evidence have provided different teaching
theories. With these theories, they have tried to find different ways to facilitate the learning process of
students, to motivate students to learn and to make students understand what they are learning. These
different teaching theories resulted with different teaching techniques in the student learning process
as tools which facilitate the student learning process and make learning understandable.
